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Who participated?  

 

A “Welcoming Poll” was taken as people signed on. The iLink attendee report showed a total of 44 lines 

connected to the webinar (not counting CADRE and presenters). Of these, 4 lines left between 12:36 PM 

and 12:45 PM. All other participants remained on the line until the end. Only 25 “lines” responded to 

the “Welcoming Poll.” Based on that response, we estimate that multi-participant sites represented 

another 13 participants, bring total participation to about 57. Most participants were state DR 

coordinators, process managers, staff and contractors. About half had actually looked at the Data Drill 

Demo.

What did the participants think of the Webinar? 

The closing poll was completed by 30 “lines.” The overall response to the webinar was positive. More 

than half of those responding found the webinar “very relevant” and the information provided “very 

useful.”  The presentations and materials were rated as good quality or very high quality. Of those 

responding to the final question about interest in future webinars, the overwhelming preference was for 

quarterly events. Only one respondent indicated that the webinar was not relevant to them and one 

respondent chose not to respond to the final question about webinar frequency. All other responses 

were positive.
